The Public Safety/ Committee meeting was held on Wednesday, April 26, 2023 at 7:30 p.m. virtually via WebEx.

Notes
· Jessica Welch, the Public Safety Chair, expresses frustration about not being able to achieve quorum to approve meeting minutes.
· There is a discussion about finding a location to deliver water catch containers for flooding in the community.
· Detective Scanner provides an update on crime statistics, including a decrease in overall crime but an increase in stolen vehicles and recent shootings.
· He also warns about tax scams during tax season and emphasizes that the IRS does not call individuals for information.
· There are multiple abandoned cars on Linda Boulevard, but it is difficult to locate the owners.
· There have been incidents of people dropping ATM cards and someone else quickly taking them and using them to withdraw money.
· Illegal parking on sidewalks is a growing issue, making it difficult for pedestrians, especially the elderly, to maneuver safely.
· Enforcement and compliance with parking regulations need improvement, and there are potential avenues such as contacting the mayor's office for business compliance issues.
· Detective Skinner discusses the difficulty in apprehending catalytic converter thieves and mentions efforts by the autocrine unit to track stolen converters.
· Adele Bennett suggests inviting a supervisor from the traffic division to discuss detach trailer trucks and potential solutions.
· The group discusses planning a public safety forum, including potential topics such as senior citizen safety, traffic safety, and fire prevention in homes. They also discuss the need to promote the forum through flyers and emails.
· Jessica Welch suggests involving public officials to help with the dissemination of information and proposes having parents come to the school for award ceremonies and forum events.
· Adele Bennett mentions receiving information from the DMV and discusses giving out applications and names in her area.
· Jorge A Tait discusses the need to establish a date for the forum, mentions collecting flood bags for distribution, and suggests contacting MS Hubbard.
