The Public Safety/ Committee meeting was held on Wednesday, February 22, 2023 at 7:30 p.m. virtually via WebEx.

Notes
The public safety meeting for Community Board 17 discussed various safety measures, including addressing building monstrosities, recent shootings and stolen vehicles, storm preparedness and flooding issues, distributing flood barriers to residents, child abduction concerns, and updating the list of board and committee members.
· The meeting is a public safety meeting for Community Board 17, chaired by Jessica Welch.
· They discuss different safety measures that can be taken in their community and the issue of building monstrosities in the neighborhood.
· Detective Skinner gives an update on recent shootings and stolen vehicles in the area.
· Karen Ellis from NYCDEP talks about storm preparedness and heavy rain events that occurred in the city.
· The sewers in New York City were overtaxed during a heavy rainstorm, leading to overland flooding and sewer backups in basements.
· The NYCDEP is working to upgrade the city's sewer systems and implement green infrastructure to alleviate flooding.
· The NYCDEP offers resources such as flood barriers and rain barrels to help residents mitigate flood damage.
· Residents are encouraged to report any flood damage and clear debris from catch basins to prevent water buildup.
· There is a problem with water backup and flooding in the area when there is heavy rain.
· The community board is discussing distributing flood barriers to residents to help prevent damage from flooding.
· The NYCDEP suggests documenting any flood damage and filing claims with the city or insurance companies for reimbursement.
· The meeting discussed distributing a list and determining the number of resources needed for the community.
· There was a discussion about public safety and addressing child abduction concerns in the community.
· The committee planned to hold an end-of-year forum or event to provide information and gather ideas.
· Evrick Brown raises concerns about his status as a committee member in the meeting minutes.
· There is a discussion about updating the list of board members and committee members, and scheduling a meeting to review attendance.
