The meeting discussed various concerns including e-bike safety, traffic enforcement, and issues with parked trailers and motor homes.
· Khadijat is the new chair for safety and transportation on Community Board 17.
· The board does not have a quorum to approve January's meeting minutes.
· There is an email from Community Board eight regarding a motion concerning public safety concerns.
· Numerous complaints about reckless E-bike riding and the need for licensing and registration of e-bikes.
· Support for Priscilla's Law, which would require e-bike users to have the same requirements as drivers.
· Concerns about changing Atlantic Avenue to two lanes and the potential dangers it may pose.
· Lack of enforcement in the community regarding traffic violations and the need for a meeting with higher-ups in the traffic division.
· There are trailers and motor homes parked around the area, some of which have people living in them.
· There is a blue catch trailer that has not been vacated and lacks necessary hookups.
· The Department of Buildings did not address the issue, and elected officials have not responded.
Action items
· Determine if there is a quorum for the approval of January's meeting minutes. 
· Draft an email to request a meeting with higher-ups and the traffic division to discuss enforcement and quotas
· Draft an email requesting that traffic attend future meetings.
· Continue efforts to get updates from city agencies (MTA, DOT, DEP, NICEM) on a monthly or bi-monthly basis.
