The Public Safety/ Committee meeting was held on Wednesday, March 22, 2023 at 7:30 p.m. virtually via WebEx.

Notes
The meeting discussed the possibility of an end-of-year festivity for public safety, inviting representatives from the fire department and emergency management, contacting Ms. Frasier for agenda inclusion, inviting someone from the Department of Environmental Protection to attend the March meeting, potentially joining Community Board 14 for emergency preparedness, organizing a community forum on public safety, removing inactive members from the committee, and attending monthly general meetings at the precinct.
· Jessica Welch is leading the meeting and discussing the possibility of an end-of-year festivity for public safety.
· There is a discussion about inviting representatives from the fire department and emergency management to provide information and resources to the community.
· It is mentioned that there were previous events focused on fire safety and emergency preparedness.
· There is confusion about whether Miss Frasier was contacted to include these topics on the agenda for the upcoming general board meeting.
· Jessica Welch is discussing inviting someone from the Department of Environmental Protection to attend the March meeting.
· Community Board 17 will send an email invitation to the person and expect a response by tomorrow.
· There is a discussion about joining Community Board 14 for emergency preparedness, as their previous contact is no longer active. They may need to reach out to the office in downtown Brooklyn for information on active boards.
· Jessica Welch is discussing the need for a community forum on public safety, including fire safety, police safety, and environmental safety.
· Adele Bennett suggests holding the forum at a church or in a park, and mentions the possibility of partnering with other committees.
· There is a discussion about the need to remove inactive members from the committee and ensure there is enough attendance to vote on meeting minutes.
· The meeting discussed the agenda items and concluded that there was nothing else to address.
· Leonie Logan provided information about monthly general meetings held at the precinct for residents to meet their neighborhood coordinating officers.
