The Sanitation/DEP Committee Meeting was held on Wednesday, October 20, 2025, at 7:30 p.m. virtually, via WebEx.

Mr. Michael Hill called the meeting to order and asked everyone to introduce themselves.

Everyone introduced themselves.

The meeting focused on addressing community sanitation issues, emphasizing the need for stronger enforcement, accountability, and active public participation in improving cleanliness efforts.
· Meeting commenced at 07:42 on October 20, without sanitation representatives present.
· Concerns raised about ineffective sanitation efforts and chronic dumping issues in the community.
· Attendees discussed the need for stronger enforcement against businesses contributing to garbage problems.
· A positive experience with DEP's quick response to a service request was shared.
· Suggestions are made for a grading system to publicly address sanitation failures in the community.
· Attendees expressed frustration over lack of accountability from city agencies and elected officials.
· Rodrick Daley thanks participants for their involvement in community events and meetings.
· Community events show significant participation and support from various agencies and elected officials.
· The sanitation committee needs to present actionable plans to improve community cleanliness.
· Public participation in community board meetings is crucial for addressing local issues effectively.
· Suggestions include taking photos of neglected areas for newsletters and organizing community cleanup days.
· Concerns arise about sanitation's effectiveness and the need for continuous action rather than one-time events.
· The committee agrees to proceed with the newsletter and gather pictures for immediate distribution.
· Rodrick F. Daley emphasizes his support for the committee's decisions and encourages broader involvement from other committees.

· Leonie Logan to send an email with the location of the garbage issue at Albany and Glenwood to sanitation. 
· Michael Hill to discuss the proposed grading system for sanitation with the executive board. 
· Michael Hill to inquire about the email invitation issues for committee members. 
· Ms. Nadine Lyons to send out flyers regarding upcoming events mentioned by Rodrick F. Daley. 
· Discuss the proposal of organizing a community day of action to take pictures of chronic locations that do not receive attention from sanitation at the next committee meeting. 
· Committee to vote on the idea of sending pictures in and providing a grade based on sanitation's efforts or lack thereof for the newsletter. 
· Vanessa Quashie to take pictures of hot spots and provide grades for the newsletter. 
· Ensure that Ms. Lyons and other staff are on board with the actions discussed. 
· Get the pictures for the newsletter sent to the sanitation email address.
