Mr. Michael Hill called the meeting to order and asked everyone to introduce themselves.

Community members expressed frustration over littering, inadequate sanitation services, and lack of enforcement against illegal activities, calling for greater accountability from city officials.
· Community members express frustration over ongoing littering and illegal dumping issues.
· Street cleaning services are inadequate, leading to dirty neighborhoods.
· Residents report lack of enforcement against illegal vendors obstructing sidewalks and crosswalks.
· Discussion highlights the need for accountability from sanitation and local officials.
· Residents report persistent issues with unclean streets and illegal parking in their neighborhood.
· Fake license plates contribute to parking congestion, making it difficult for residents.
· Sanitation services inadequately clean streets, leaving debris in gutters and causing potential flooding.
· Community members express frustration over lack of police enforcement regarding illegal vehicles.
· Residents seek more accountability from city officials and better communication about sanitation issues.
· NYPD officers struggle with community relations, balancing enforcement and maintaining a friendly approach.
· Michael Hill emphasizes the importance of sending information via email for future developments.
· The group looks forward to the next meeting on Wednesday.

· Hazel Martinez to send an email with her list of complaints to Michael Hill. 
· Community members urged to report issues consistently to ensure accountability from sanitation and police departments. 
· Michael Hill to gather information from participants about issues discussed and send it to Miss Cunningham and the individual from Farah Lewis's office. 
· Leslie Frazier attends the in-person meeting on the 3rd Wednesday of the month to discuss community issues directly with NYPD. 
· Jorge to provide Sabrina's contact information to Michael Hill for further communication regarding sanitation issues. 
· Community members encouraged to send specific locations and complaints regarding sanitation issues to the sanitation email address for follow-up. 
· Hazel Martinez to compile and send complaint numbers related to vehicles with no plates to Michael Hill for further action. 
· Send the requested information to the designated email. 
· Ensure that Ms. Cunningham and the new contact from Farah Louis’s office are available for the next meeting.
