Community Board 17 discussed various initiatives, upcoming events, and community concerns while emphasizing local engagement and support for public safety and health programs.
· Community Board 17 discussed committee reports, including budget and commerce initiatives for the year.
· The board emphasized upcoming events, such as a community fair and small business expo.
· Important issues include ongoing court cases related to board operations and community engagement in local voting.
· The chair highlighted awareness months for breast cancer and domestic violence, stressing community support.
· The town hall meeting is scheduled for October 21 at 5909 Beverly Road.
· Council members discussed upcoming ballot proposals and early voting dates.
· Community leaders emphasized the importance of local engagement in housing decisions.
· Recent police reports indicated a reduction in shootings and improved traffic safety.
· Community Board 17 recognized the contributions of its members and ongoing public safety efforts.
· Community members express concerns about ongoing scams and safety issues in the neighborhood.
· NYPD encourages immediate reporting of suspicious activities to address gypsy scams effectively.
· Local libraries announce new programs, including kindergarten readiness and free citizenship classes.
· Community organizations promote health initiatives, including cancer screenings and mental health services.
· Elisa Ray Miller updates on community engagement initiatives and support resources in Flatbush.
· Upcoming events include paper shredding, pet adoption, and a Brooklyn pin design competition.
· Ayana Williams outlines regular office services for immigration and housing assistance.
· State Senator Zellnor Myrie's office announces a job fair and fall festival, highlighting community involvement.
· Community Board voted unanimously in favor of both Bamboo Walk and Executive Events Inc. applications.
· The committee compiled and ranked capital and expense budget requests for fiscal year 2027.
· A community fair on the 18th will provide resources and performances to local residents.
· Ensure that all committee reports are posted on the website promptly.
· Vote to approve and submit the capital expense budget requests for CB 17 by the deadline of October 31.
· Follow up on obtaining an appointment for postal services issues.
· Continue monitoring the status of the application process for community board vacancies and remind members to apply if necessary.
· Encourage members to invite others to attend future community board meetings to increase attendance.
· Keep track of updates regarding the court case related to website and minutes issues.
· Council member Banks to provide more information about the ballot proposals and encourage community members to educate themselves on the issues.
· Coordinate on the community fair scheduled for Saturday, ensuring participation from elected officials and vendors.
· Schedule a small meeting regarding the shower bus initiative, following up with community partners for further information.
· Daniel from the assembly member's office to collect contact information for those not on the mailing list to receive updates about events and voting information.
· Assembly member Monique Chandler-Waterman to continue working on expanding victim services assistance for families affected by violence.
· Follow up with Detective Skinner regarding community concerns and the ongoing investigation into gypsy scams.
· Community Board 17 to coordinate upcoming events, including a job fair and Halloween Harvest event, and ensure flyers are distributed.
· Community Board 17 to organize a community forum or virtual meeting regarding housing applications and ballot proposals.
· NYPD Q team members to be available for questions and concerns from the community after their presentation.
· Gather specific information from Ryan Paige about the issues related to AutoZone and coordinate with NYPD to address community safety concerns in that area.
· Ensure that information regarding the police-involved shooting investigation is communicated to the board and community when available.
· Encourage community members to reach out to the board office or NYPD with any concerns or issues they may have.
· Share flyers and information about upcoming events and programs from various community organizations (e.g., HCC, IDCC) with the board office for dissemination.
· Follow up on the planning of the roundtable in Flatbush with community leaders and organizations.
· Promote upcoming events, including the Shred event on October 22 and the Adopted Shelter Animal event on October 25.
· Ensure information about the Brooklyn pin design competition is disseminated.
· Confirm details for the two OATH events scheduled for November 19 at public libraries.
· Organize a shredding event at PS 193 Gill Hodges on a Sunday and promote it within the community.
· Coordinate domestic violence awareness event details for Flatbush and Cortelio.
· Prepare for the job fair at Central Library on October 21 and ensure job readiness programs are communicated effectively.
· Finalize details for the Harvest Fest during Thanksgiving week.
· Address remaining amendments to bylaws in committee before presenting them at next month's meeting.
· Distribute flyers for the board fair on the 18th to community members and buildings.
· Seek volunteers for assistance on Friday afternoon and Saturday morning for the board fair setup.
· Request breakdown crew volunteers for Saturday evening at around 4:30 PM.
